 Charles Darwin 
o Background 

 Wanted to be a minister; set sail in December of 1831 on a 5 year journey 
where he became fascinated with similarities between birds from 
different areas 

 Published The Origen of the Species 
• Scopes Monkey Trial of 1925 – Tennessee v. Scopes – upheld it 

was illegal to teach evolution in public schools.   
o By 1987 the tables turned completely 
o By 2005 the federal court declared it unlawful to even 

suggest the possibility of a higher being’s influence while 
teaching 

 Evolutionism 
o The belief that life arose by combination of chance, time and a primordial “soup” 

 Logic 
o Astro-physicist Lawrence Krause wrote that if the force of gravity were changed 

by 0.00000000000000000000000000000000000001 percent, both planet Earth 
and the sun would be nonexistent 

o If gravity were only slightly stronger…stars would flame so fiercely they would 
burn on in a single year; the universe would be a kingdom of cinders, devoid of 
life.  If gravity were only slightly weak, stars couldn’t form and the cosmos would 
be a thin, undifferentiated blur 

o Fred Holy (astronomer) figured out the preconditions necessary for the 
formation of carbon.  Changed from atheism to theism.  
 It takes a lot more faith to believe in evolution than it does to believe in a 

purposeful Designer 
 Evolution depends on beneficial gene mutations – additional genetic 

information is necessary 
• Mutations are always a loss of information 

o Monkey Testing 
 British biologist Thomas Huxley (known as “Darwin’s Bulldog”) infamously 

said that if you let monkeys type on a keyboard for a long enough period 
of time, eventually one of them would come up with the works of 
Shakespeare 
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• 2003 experiment at Plymouth University in England found the 
monkeys beat on the keyboard with a rock and enjoyed 
defecating and urinating on them 

o Every Design Needs a Designer 
 Universe’s fine tuning 
 Cell complexity 

 Faith vs. Science 
o Evolution is a Faith 

 It is not supported by directly observed observation.  It is a theory. 
o Two lenses 

 Genesis account (Adam and Eve; water to wine) 
o Question Answered is the WHO, not the HOW 

 Identity 
o Your view of origins dictates identity
